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Background
After launching of the campaign on 11th September 2009, a number of significant efforts and interventions of the Coalition at local, state and national level progressed the process of Amendments to the SCs& STs (PoA) Act, 1989. Since inception, the Coalition has been involved in series of campaign across the country for strengthening the Act and Rules by way of suggesting policy proposals and amendments to the Act and Rules. In last two years, there were several questions raised in the parliament and state legislative assemblies on enforcement of the Act and amendments proposed by Coalition.  Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment initiated a process by sending concept note for amendments to all state governments and concerned bodies for their feedback. We also had several meetings with ministry, commissions and parliamentary committees to get them in to this process. National Advisory Council (NAC) and Rajiv Gandhi Institute for Contemporary Studies (RGICS) has also taken up the drafting of amendments to the Act based on our proposed amendments and had series of consultations with us as well as officials of concerned Ministries, NAC asked National Law School (NLS) to come out with justifications for the amendments proposed. We are expecting the drafts of NAC as well as Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment soon. 
Given this context National Coalition for Strengthening the SC and ST Prevention of Atrocities Act (NCSPA) organised a National Consultation on 17th – 18th May 2012 in association with Rajiv Gandhi Institute for Contemporary Studies (RGICS) with following objectives: 

1. To Briefly update of past 3 years (June 2009- May 2012) of interventions at state and national levels: interventions made, achievements gained, impact resulted 

2. To arrive at a consensus on elements of proposed amendments – looking at the progress of the draft with NAC, RGICS and NLS based on original draft amendments of the Coalition and build consensus on elements of proposed amendments

3. To Chalk out effective future strategies required for national, state and local level. How do we use the proposed amendments to

a. raise political consciousness among the community and leaders?

b. build political will amongst politicians, bureaucrats and media to prevent atrocities?

c. raise consciousness of dominant castes to change their conduct and prejudices?
Inaugural Session

Ms. Abirami welcomed the participants and Dr. Prasad briefly updated the past 3 years (June 2009 - May 2012) of interventions at state and national levels - interventions made, achievements gained, impact resulted and the consensus on elements of proposed amendments – progress of the draft with NAC, RGICS and NLS based on original draft amendments of the Coalition and build consensus on elements of proposed amendments. 

Prof. Mohan Gopal, Director, RGICS categorized the discussions /themes for the further discussions. Since the nature of atrocities is constantly changing, so there is a need to update the definition of “atrocity” whenever required. Then, highlighting the need for a provision for victims and witnesses rights in the amended act, he stated that the state is not properly responding to the happening of these atrocities. He said that there was not enough activity to confront the wrongdoer with the wrongness and he accuses most of the institution being highly casteist, so he laid emphasis on the fact that the act should come across as an instrument. Mr. P.S. Krishnan, Former Secretary to GoI, shared the context in which Rajiv Gandhi made a proposal on 15th of August 1987 and thereby Parliament enacted the Law to prevent the atrocities.He also shared nature of the problem being faced by the people in the North East. Advocate Bojja Tharakam, Senior Counsel emphasized the urgency to finalize the amendments and submit to the concern ministry and reiterated the amendments discussed in various consultation by the Coalition, NAC, NLS etc and importance of exclusive special courts under this Act empowered to cognizance of the offence. Ms. Meenakshi Natarajan, Member of Parliament, shed light on how the definition of the word “atrocity” should be made more exhaustive. More importantly she brought up the issue of the adivasis who are present in large numbers in Madhya Pradesh but are not given a chance to voice out their opinions. She proposed that her constituency can be made a model constituency for taking endorsement for implementation & amendment to the Act. Mr. K. Raju, Joint Secretary, National Advisory Council, stated that the Government goes by inputs they get from each state and we need to bring out a certain element of clarity in what we actually want. He laid down certain non- negotiable for this cause such as – deletion of “Mens Rea”, Inclusion of certain new offences, presumption as to the offence, burden of proof should be placed on the accused, chapter on victims and witnesses rights and willful negligence. Ms. Farah Naqvi, Member, National Advisory Council stated that the process of amendments to PoA Act given new framework for legal reforms in the Country and emphasized that the battle for dalit rights was not to be fought by dalits alone but by the whole of India.
Session 1: Forms of Atrocities under the POA: Proposed Amendments

This Session was moderated by Mr. Rameshnathan, SASY. This session focused on the progress of the draft preparation with NAC, RGICS and NLS and the points of convergence and divergence of the proposed amendments in comparison with the draft amendments of the Coalition. Mr. Rahul Singh made a presentation on the Elements of Proposed Amedments which are – 

1. Offences which are systemic in nature and repeated across the country

2. Offences defined in the IPC: Proposed that all IPC offences attracting punishment up to seven years shall be defined as offences under this act.
3. Discriminatory practices which do occur but not present in act. 

4. Elimination of words, proposed to delete the following words – “Intent”, “intention”,“forcibly”, “public place”, “on the ground”, “public view” 
5. Punishments at least to be on par with the punishments provided under IPC. 
· No enhancement of imprisonment or penalty proposed for offenses punishable – term 7 years or which is less than 10 years under IPC. 
· Newer punishments such as compulsory community service in Dalit localities, tendering public apology is proposed.

Then he presented how majority of the offences proposed by the coalition forms part in the subsequent drafts and following convergence or modifications were made out in the subsequent drafts.

(a) Section 3(2)(v) divided into two subsection in order to expand the ambit of the offences which are punishable with a term of 7 years or which is less than 10 years in order to cover the offences which are commonly committed such as grievous hurt, abduction and robbery , murder , rape etc.
(b) Proposed section on diversions under (SCP) and (TSP) removed due to limited recourse – who will be held accountable under this provision? 
(c) Enforcement of civil disabilities from PCR Act is taken. 
(d) Chapter on discriminatory practices is proposed. 
(e) In addition to punishments- compulsory community service in Dalit localities, tendering public apology etc proposed.     
Then there was a discussion on; whether the civil offences /penalties can be clubbed with criminal offences/penalties in the same Act; whether there is any justification for the existing provisions in the PCR Act to be brought under Atrocity Act; and whether punishments such as community service and tendering public apology etc. will lead to enhanced hatred. After a passionate discussion all the participants came to a consensus that as most of the amendments proposed by the coalition forms part of that suggested by the bill drafted by NAC and NLS, therefore the draft amendment by this coalition should be the final proposal for amendment by the NCSPA and suggested to look into the amendments proposed under the category of discriminatory practices. There are suggestions to include atrocities such as victimizing dalit in the name of witchcraft, employing dalits as a manual scavenging, filing of counter cases, atrocities related to credits, forcing dalits to provide free labour in lieu of advance / loan, throwing of acids on Dalits, especially woman, etc. 
Interaction with Mr. Rahul Gandhi
Mr. Rahul Gandhi, General Secretary of Indian National Congress, paid a brief visit in the consultation. Dr. Prasad welcomed and facilitated the interaction. Few participants raised different issues related to the discrimination on SC & ST, like the practice of bonded labour being still practiced, violence against Dalit women, issues of adivasis, Dalits and private sector, discrimination faced by the people originating from the North Eastern states and need of anti discrimination law in the country. After listening to various issues requiring his support at the policy level, he expressed that they will fully support the effort of the Coalition for Strengthening SCs & STs (PoA) Act at the policy level.
Session 2: Protecting the Interests of Victims: Proposed Amendments

Fr. Thomas Pallithanam, PARA, moderated this session and Mr.Rahul Singh, presented on the elements proposed under the Act and Rules mainly the amendments proposed, regarding the rehabilitation; assistance to victims; victim rights; victim protection; witness protection etc. It was also shared that there was a general agreement in the subsequent drafts with regard to the amendments proposed by the Coalition. The presentation focused on –
A. Rights of victims & witnesses  as separate chapter 
rights at the time of making a complaint and registration of First Information Report, rights at the stage of investigation and filing charge sheet, right to protection, rights at the time of medical examination, rights at the time of Trial, right to receive documents and information, right to receive relief, compensation, Rehabilitation and Travelling allowance etc.
B. Enhanced quantum of relief and rehabilitation - Quantum of relief and rehabilitation is proposed to be enhanced.
Major suggestions that came are regarding provision of a comprehensive community oriented rehabilitation programme like employment of the survivors and education of the children as proposed by the Coalition and the overall chapter on the victims and witnesses rights as proposed by the coalition, with any modifications in the original may be divided into three categories in subsequent drafts as proposed i.e., Procedural, Victims’ and witnesses rights, witness protection. Also bringing necessary provision to prevent manipulation of Statements by SHO/IO, etc, providing for exemplary punishment if a victim or witness turns hostile, the investigating officer should come to the house of the victim and the statements under section 161 of Cr.P.C. must be video-graphed. Also instead of asking for a caste certificate, a panchayat level authority should testify the caste of the victims. There should be provision for a psycho-social impact analysis of atrocity as per international standards.

Session 3: Response of institutions to Atrocities under POA: Proposed Amendments

This session was moderated by Mr. Vijay Parmar, NCDHR followed by a presentation by Ms. Ruchi Gupta focusing on issues and proposed amendments regarding complaints, investigation, adjudication;punishment and proposed new punishments; civil remedies; prevention mechanisms: role of the bureaucracy; accountability of officials . The main areas focused on were - 
A. Provisions related to registration, arrest, investigation, charge sheet, duties of public servants - 

B. Amendments proposed for Exclusive Special Courts and Exclusive Public Prosecutors  -  

C. Taking cognizance of offence

D. Timeframe for Trial

It was shared that Amendments proposed by the coalition with regard to Special Courts and Special Public Prosecutors forms part of the subsequent drafts and the Coalition in its draft proposed a time frame of 90 days as one of the accountability measures for completion of the trial. Subsequent drafts proposed a time period of 120 days as the time period of 90 days is a too short time for completion of the trial. Following issues flagged for consensus under these amendments – (1) whether it is practicable to introduce a time period of 120 days should we look at a minimum period of one year. This period should not be arbitrary but should have some basis. Can we have a time frame at all? (2) Coalition in its draft proposed a National Authority for monitoring the various provisions of the Act. In response to this subsequent drafts proposed that the act may be monitored by the two commissions – NCSC & NCST as the two commissions have been mandated to monitor the provisions of the Act. Need to think whether we need to have National authority as proposed by Coalition having civil society and community participation which would be independent of the government in order to be effective. 

Some more suggestions were also raised, like the need to bring the provisions of judicial enquiries, in the cases of death, gang-rape, mass attacks, etc., bringing provisions under this Act so as to provide Special Public Prosecutors even in the High Courts, disqualification of investigating officers who consistently delay in investigation and charge-sheeting. 
Points for discussion tomorrow on what and how to go about Tasks & Strategies at National, State & Local levels - 

At the end of the day various questions were raised by Fr. Aloysious on the Tasks & Strategies at National, State & Local levels to be carried out for the campaign - 

1) How can we raise political awareness among the leaders?

a) What special tasks need to be done?

b) Who will address these tasks?

c) When can these be done?

d) Where can these be done?( regard to raising political consciousness )

2) Inclusion of various stakeholders - not dalits only but the governments and the various legal departments, the politician, the media and the academician.

3) Third important stance was what should be done in order to influence them to prevent atrocities as protective measure.

Consultation with MPs & Release of a Status Report of Implementation of SCs & STs (PoA) Act
The 2-days consultation was interspersed with the release of a Status Report of Implementation of SCs & STs (PoA) Act, in line with the required Annual Report of MSJE under section 21(4) of the Act, which they failed to submit to the Parliament after 2008. In New Delhi, on Thursday, 17th of May, in a  National Seminar, on the status of implementation of  SCs & STs ( Prevention of Atrocities) Act 1989 & Rules 1995, “Peoples’ Report ( year 2009-2011) was released by the former Chief Justice of India and Chairman of National Human Rights Commission, Justice K.G. Balakrishnan and Chairman of National Commission for Scheduled Castes Dr. P.L.Punia. More than 10 Members of Parliament of different parties including Shri D. Raja, Shri Ali Anwar Ansari, Shri J D Seelam, Shri Praveen Rashtrapal, Smt. Ramadevi and more than 100 representatives of Dalit and Adivasi and Human Rights groups, participated.
Day II: 
Session 4: Way Forward: Strategies & Tasks
Dr. Prasad briefly summarized the deliberations of the Day 1 and reiterated that

1. Not going to redraft the Amendments prepared by the coalition but a supplementary note will be prepared based on the suggestions made in yesterday discussions.

2. The Amendments prepared by the coalition will be submitted to Mr. Mukul Wasnik, Hon’ble Minister for Social Justice and Empowerment formally in the consultation by informing that we are going to send supplementary note based on yesterday’s suggestions.

3. Further inputs will be taken from RGISC, NAC, NLS discussions to strengthen the amendments proposed by the coalition.
There is need to address the caste mindset and confront communities and agencies perpetuating untouchability and atrocities.  For there is a need to build campaign and mobilize the community to end atrocities in the country. By saying this he invited the panel for session 4 on strategies and tasks for way forward. 
Session 4: Way Forward: Strategies & Tasks

Session started with Mr. Jai Singh, Mr. P. L. Mimroth, Ms. Asha Kowtal, Mr. Ossie Fernandez, Mr. Anand Bolimera and Mr. Mohan Gopal as the panelists, moderated by Mr. Paul Divakar.

Mr. Jai Singh flagged the need to continue with the advocacy for Amendment to the SCs & STs (PoA) Act as well as the regular Fact Finding (monitoring) of atrocities. But he highlighted the need to mobilize the Dalit community for the benefit of themselves, instead of being mobilized and led by others. He called upon to break our silence to demand for the amendment for prevention of atrocities. Mr. P. L. Mimroth highlighted the ‘caste’ mentality of both the dominant caste as well as our own community. He explained the need to change the ‘caste’ mentality, both in terms of dominating the Dalit by the dominant caste and also in terms of accepting of the dominating behavior, as seen among the Dalit community. Ms. Asha Kowtal highlighted the need to bring together more and more civil society organizations, legislators and institutions. She also proposed to convince some of the Chief Ministers, so that they send letters to the Central Government endorsing the need for Amendment to the Act. She also flagged the need to focus on increasing participation of Dalit women in the campaign. She mainly highlighted the need to mobilize the opinion of the community and villagers and also to integrate all the identity groups like Dalit women, manual scavengers, etc. Mr. Ossie Fernandez proposed organizing conference of the STs along-with the SCs at all levels and to bring out a strategy handbook in local languages on how a victim can use the Act. He proposed filing of PILs to make the State accountable and to bring out State-level Reports on implementation of the Act, to strengthen the District-level Vigilance and Monitoring Committees, to win over the Media and to organize a long march demanding amendment to the Act. He also highlighted that this campaign is not for a Dalit cause but for overall Human Rights cause and also the need to break the barriers between various Dalit communities and also between SCs and STs. He cautioned to check that this campaign, like any other campaign does not come at a saturation point. He also proposed to work to activate the Legal Service Authorities and to engage with the various Political parties. Mr. Anand Bolimera acknowledging the RGICS for making this policy level institution accessible to the Dalit, highlighted the need to also focus on the socio-economic and cultural rights through this Act and thus to build a grass-root level momentum. He proposed the need to monitor the monitoring institutions in the constitution and to demand for a ‘white paper’ by the Government. He also highlighted the need to engage with the political parties as well as the SC/ST Parliamentarians forum and to relate with other marginalized communities. He, other than proposing digitization of all the Case data of the fact findings done during the last two decades, also proposed to build state-level coalitions of organizations to do advocacy to strengthen the Act. Prof. Mohan Gopal referring the writings and sayings of Dr. Ambedkar highlighted his fear of losing democracy and independence once again. Therefore he pushed for the need to assert ‘Manuski’ (humanity) above everything. He also proposed to take the demand for amendment to the people by explaining them the basis for the amendments and thereby organize public hearings.
Session 5: Way Forward: Strategies & Tasks – Open Discussion
Mr. Paul Divakar summarized the various suggestions by the panelists and noted the need to strategize with the community, the possibility of each panchayat-level and constituency-level endorsement and organizing a long march across the country.
Then he opened the floor to deliberate various other strategies. Some of the major leaders who proposed certain strategies are Mr. Priyadarshi Telang from Maharashtra, Mr. Bharthi Lal from Jammu and Kashmir, Mr. Goldy George from Chhattisgarh, Mr. Lalit Babar from Maharashtra, Mr. Kapileshwar Ram from Bihar, Mr. Sukhdev Vishwapremi from Himachal Pradesh, Mr. Sangram Mallik from Odisha, Mr. Daulat Ram from Uttar Pradesh, Sr. Ann Moyalan from Delhi, Mr. Kapil Dev from Uttar Pradesh, Ms. Annie Namala, Mr. Kantilal Parmar from Gujarat, Mr. PS Krishnan
Mr. Paul Divakar, summing up the various suggestions for the follow up from the floor, reiterated the following plans:
1. Campaign with the community through organizing meetings at village level / long March / Rally / Yatras covering large number of villages as well as organize public hearings/ Survivors conferences both at state and national level
2. Mobilize MPs, MLAs and panchayat level endorsements to amendments and write letters to Chief Minister of respective state, Prime Minister, Home Minister, Social Justice Minister. 

3. Advocacy to convince some of the Chief Ministers to write to the Central Government asking for Amendment.

4. Engagement with political parties, MPs, MLAs in long March / Rally / Yatras / public hearings / Survivors conferences 
5. Engagement with media for special articles on atrocities and amendments

6. Demand state to come out with white paper on atrocities and implementation of the Act at state and national level and to undertake nation wide campaign against Untouchability and atrocities through mass media
7. Action at the national level and across the country and observe a specific day as ‘Atrocity Free Day’.

8. Advocate to include Jammu and Kashmir under the jurisdiction of the SCs & STs (PoA) Act.

9. Web campaign on amendments and get endorsements from across the world and request to send letters to Prime Minister, Home Minister, Social Justice Minister.

10. Prepare amendments proposed in simple language, poster, pamphlets, model letters for endorsements from elected representative at all levels and any other relevant material to take the campaign to the ground level  
Interaction with Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment

Immediately after lunch, the Minister of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Mr. Mukul Wasnik reached the consultation. Welcoming him on behalf of the National Coalition for Strengthening SCs & STs (PoA) Act (NCSPA), Dr. Prasad presented the Amendment proposed by the NCSPA to the Minister explaining the major demands of the Coalition. This followed by various participants highlighting various relevant issues.

The Honorable Minister addressing the gathering, started by saying that what the partners of the Coalition is doing at the ground-level, he is also trying to do the same thing from inside the Government by taking various steps to prevent atrocities. He then highlighted some of the major things that he will try to address in the amended bill, including provisions so that the non-performing Special Public Prosecutor to be de-notified and the officials not doing their role as per the Act would also be punished and that in the amended bill the provisions under section 4 will be strengthened. Some of his major concerns are that the atrocity-prone areas are still to be identified in many States and the pendency of cases in the special court is also alarming. He mentioned that this year the ministry is tabling the Annual Report under section 21(4) of the Act, whereby the state not sending their report will be mentioned in the report for the parliament to discuss and take necessary steps. Responding to the various highlighted issues brought up by the floor, he said that if he is given the evidence where the investigation not being done by the Deputy Superintendent of Police in Bihar he will take it up, he said that given the current system, it is simply not possible for any State Government to de-register any atrocity cases, if he is given the evidence that in Uttar Pradesh such initiative has been taken, he will take it up. Mentioning the question raised by the representative from Punjab, he also said that allocation to any State Government for Special Central Assistance is never kept pending and that Central Government contributes 50% of the fund, matching with the State Government contribution to this fund. Then he moved away from the consultation.

Conclusion

Concluding the consultation, Dr. Prasad the convener highlighted some action points including going to the community with readable simple materials, organising survivors’ conference at state and national level and prepare a common appeal and get it endorsed by all the MLAs and MPs and also an appeal for endorsement from all Panchayats.
Then from the two joint organizers of the consultation, Dr. Prasad, the Convener of National Coalition for Strengthening SCs & STs (PoA) Act, given vote of thanks, followed by Prof. Mohan Gopal, the Director of Rajiv Gandhi Institute of Contemporary Studies.
