14. Please indicate whether Pakistan considers acceding to the 1951 United Nations Convention Relating to the Status of Refugees and its 1967 Protocols. Also, please indicate whether a national asylum law has been adopted and, if this is the case, provide information on its content. 
15. Please provide information on measures taken to ensure that all children born in the state party, including children of minority and refugee parentage, are duly registered without any inhibition or discrimination. 
16. Please specify what measures have been taken to prevent social discrimination against members of the Makrani community and other minority groups. 
17. Please provide information on the use of different languages that may be used before the State authorities and courts of law and the reasoning for the choice of such languages (previous concluding observations, para. 19).

18. Please give examples of court cases in which individuals were able to obtain remedy from racial discrimination. Please indicate the number of cases in which the alleged perpetrators of acts of racial discrimination have been convicted and sentenced (previous concluding observations, para. 20)?

19. Please indicate whether measures have been taken to raise the awareness of the population with regard to remedies available for victims of racial and related forms of discrimination (State report, para. 72).

21. Please provide detailed information on any specific training programs and courses for members of the judiciary, law enforcement officials and other public officials on the provisions of the Convention and its application. Please provide statistical information on the estimated percentage of judiciary and law enforcement officials as well as other public officials who have participated in such programs.
